Other certificates if student has filled up the form from a particular quota 

(A) Divyang/Disabled: Certificate issued by the Civil Surgeon or the Dean of 

any Government hospital 

(B) Project / Earthquake Affected : Certificate issued by Collector / District 

Rehabilitation officer stating that project affected or earthquake affected 

or dependent need to be attached/to avail reservation under this 

category. 

(C) Wards of the Employees of State Government / Central Government / 

Private Sector coming on transfer in the online admission area : Original 

Certificate showing transfer of the employee from outside to the online 

admission area needs to be submitted while taking admission. 

(D) Wards of Freedom Fighters: Applicants, who are dependent on the 

freedom fighters and are so nominated by the freedom fighters, must 

submit a certificate issued by the District Collector to that effect. 

(E) Sports (International and national player students): For FYJC admission, 

students should be participating in the particular sports at the national or 

international level. The certificates of concerned competition (being 

winner or participant) should be authenticated by District Sports Officer or 

Regional director of sports. 

 
 
Q8) WHAT IS THE ATTENDANCE POLICY OF THE COLLEGE? 

The College expects students to be completely attending the college. 

Parents and students to note that no travelling to be planned during 

the working days of the college. Vacations to be planned only during 

the Diwali break and the May vacation period.
